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PREFACE

As part of the Ministry of Finance (MOF) strategy towards adhering to fiscal
transparency and comprehensiveness in publishing fiscal data in accordance
with international standards, MOF has upgraded the Government Finance
Bulletin in line with the Government Finance Statistics Manual (GFSM
2014), and after fulfilling the requirements of the IMF Special Data
Dissemination Standards (SDDS). Jordan succeeded in subscribing to the
SDDS starting from 2010.

The Bulletin aims at fostering competence in fiscal statistics in Jordan and
meeting the recommendations of the “Report on Standards and Codes
(ROSC)", which provides a review and assessment of Jordan’s data
dissemination practices against IMF’s GDDS and SDDS. Starting January
2008 a new methodology of data dissemination, in accordance with the new
chart of accounts, was adopted.

Promoting the principle of transparency and disclosure, and in order to provide
comprehensive and reliable information and to provide an opportunity for
decision-makers and users of statistical data, the Ministry of Finance decided
to provide further data development within the Government Finance Bulletin.
At the beginning of 2021, detailed tables were added to the financial data and
the government’s general debt, according to the Government Finance Statistics
Guide. This development aims to provide a reference basis for users of the
general government financial statistics for the year 2014 (GFS2014) on an

annual and quarterly basis.

The method of presenting this bulletin is based on dividing it into twelve parts:

the first part deals with the methodology and statistical concepts, while the



second part deals with general government financial statistics, the third part
deals with general government debt statistics, and the fourth part deals with
central government financial statistics, a the fifth part monitors the financial

statistics of the central government / government units, while it deals with

The sixth part deals with the financial statistics of the local government,
the seventh part deals with the financial statistics of the Social Security
corporation and the Social Security Investment Fund, and in the eighth part
the central government financial statistics/budget, while the ninth part
deals with public debt statistics, and the tenth part deals with the statistics
of the combined deficit of the central government (budget and government
units) , the eleventh part deals with the financial data for each the National
Electricity Company and the Water Authority, And the twelfth part is the
financial data of the ministries and government departments included in
the general budget law in accordance with international accounting

standards in the public sector.

The bulletin presents a table of the most important economic indicators for the
past four years, in addition to the latest available data from the current year
for the various economic sectors in a manner that facilitates the researcher to
analyze and track the behavior of these indicators. The bulletin also includes

a number of illustrative charts and reminders.
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Methodology and Statistical Concepts

This bulletin includes the monthly data of government finance statistics that are in line with
the International Manual of Public Finance Statistics 2014, issued by the International
Monetary Fund. The following is an explanation of the most prominent concepts,
methodology and terminology included in the bulletin:
A: Concepts

General Government: It is the governmental units that implement general economic policies
by providing primarily non-profit services and working to redistribute income and wealth
(Government Finance Statistics Guide 2014), which includes:

1. The central government within the budget law: It includes ministries and government
departments that work within the central authority in the state, in which the data appears
within the general budget law.

2. Governmental units that perform the functions of the central government: These
include the units included in the budget law of government units that perform major non-
profit economic functions for the government, namely:

* Constitutional Court

* Independent Election Commission

* health insurance fund

3. Local government: represents all municipalities in the Kingdom, including the Greater
Amman Municipality and the following local councils: Petra Regional Authority, Agaba
Economic Zone Authority

4. Social Security Funds: These include the Social Security Corporation and the Social
Security Investment Fund.

B: Definitions

Domestic Revenues: All taxes, fees, royalties, profits, surpluses, aids and any other

money received by any department.



Tax revenue: It represents all types of revenue collected from taxes for the benefit of the
general government, including income tax, sales tax, real estate sales tax, and customs
duties.

Pension contribution: are the revenues receivable for social security programs in order to
monitor the allocations for payable social security benefits. This item excludes
contributions receivable under the work-related retirement system and other retirement
systems that create a commitment to payable future benefits.

Other revenues: All revenues receivable except for taxes, social contributions and grants,

and it includes revenues from property income, sales of goods and services, and various

other types of revenues.

Expenditures: All amounts allocated to meet the obligations under the applicable legislation.
Current Expenditures: Annual recurring government expenditures that aim to enable the
government apparatus to perform the tasks entrusted to it, including:

Compensation of employees: The sum of cash bonuses payable to a government employee
for work performed during the particular accounting period.

Subsidies: unrequited current payments provided by government units to projects on the basis
of the levels of their production activities or on the basis of quantities or values of goods or
services that they produce, sell, export or import.

Grants: Non-compulsory current or capital transfers from one government unit to another
government unit or to international organizations.

Social benefits: cash transfers to protect the whole community or certain categories of

social risks that may adversely affect families by either reducing their income or placing

additional burdens.

Capital Expenditures: Government expenditures that lead to an increase in capital

formation, and include expenditures on infrastructure projects, their maintenance and

maintenance, the purchase of equipment, machinery, and equipment, and other expenditures

of a capital nature.



General government primary deficit/surplus: General government domestic revenue
minus total general government spending (excluding interest payments).

General Government Current Deficit/surplus: General Government Domestic Revenues
minus General Government Current Expenditures.

Central government primary deficit/surplus: central government domestic revenue minus
total central government spending (excluding interest payments).

Current Central Government Primary Deficit/Surplus: The local government revenue
minus the central government's current expenditure.

General Government Debt: It represents the outstanding balance of central government
debt, local government debt and social security debt.

Central government debt: It represents the outstanding balance of internal and external
debts (within the budget and independent institutions).

Net domestic debt: represents the total domestic debt minus deposits with the banking
system.

Combined deficit: It represents the summary of the deficit of ministries, institutions and
departments within the budget law, and all units and bodies within the budget of

independent units.



FISCAL AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENTS
DURING 2024




Summary of Fiscal Developments
2024

First: Domestic Revenues and Grants

Domestic revenue during 2024 amounted to JD 8770.5 million, compared to JD 8520
million during 2023, i.e. arise of JD 250.6 million. The increase in domestic revenue
was a result to an increase in tax revenues by JD 168.7 million, and an increase in
non-tax revenues by JD 81.9 million.

The increase in tax revenues came mainly as a result of the increase in tax revenue on
the general tax on "income and profits" by JD 26.7 million or 1.5%, and an increase
in the general tax on "goods and services" by JD 118.2 million or 2.8%, and an
increase on "financial transactions (real estate sales tax)" by JD 6.2 million or 6%,
and an increase on "taxes on international trade and transactions™ by JD 17.6 million
or 7.3%.

The increase in non-tax revenues came mainly as an outcome of an increase in
"property tax revenues" by JD 142.7 million, an increase in "sales of goods and
services" by JD 16.8 million, a decrease in "miscellaneous revenues” by JD 76.8
million.

Foreign grants during 2024 amounted to JD 704.6 million, compared to JD 711.7
million during 2023, representing a decrease of JD 7.2 million or 1% compared to the
last year.

Domestic Revenues during 2023-2024
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Accordingly, the total revenues and grants for the central government / budget during
2024 amounted to JD 9475.1 million compared to JD 9231.7 million during 2023,
with the increase by JD 243.4 million or 2.6%.

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Second: Total Expenditures

Total expenditures for the central government / budget amounted to JD 11537.6
million during 2024 compared to JD 11004 million during 2023, reflecting an
increase by JD 533.6 million or 4.8%, this increase in total expenditures was an
outcome of an increase in current expenditures by JD 741.1 million or 7.7% and a
decrease in capital expenditures by JD 207.6 million or 15.1%.

Third: Overall Deficit/ Surplus

The previous developments resulted a budget deficit during 2024, after grants for the
central government / budget amounted to JD 2098.5 million compared to a deficit of
JD 1860.3 million during 2023, while the deficit before external grants of JD 2803.1
million during 2024 compared to a deficit of JD 2572.1 million during 2023.

Fourth: External and Domestic Debt 2024

Total Debt

In light of the above mentioned developments, the outstanding debt excluding the
debt holding by Social Security Investment Fund (SSIF) at the end of 2024 amounted
to JD 34178.4 million or 90.4% of 2024 estimated GDP compared to JD 32289.3
million or 89.2% of GDP at the end of 2023.

This increase came as a result of financing the budget deficit, the budget deficit of the
Water Authority (WAJ), and financing the needs of the National Electricity Company
(NEPCO), it’s worth mentioning that National Electricity Company (NEPCO) and
Water Authority (WAJ) debt amounted to JD 8.7 billion.

External Debt

Outstanding external public debt excluding the debt holding by Social Security
Investment Fund (SSIF) increased by JD 1127.1 million to reach JD 19335 million at
the end of 2024, an equivalent to 51.2% of the 2024 estimated GDP, compared to JD
18207.9 million or 50.3% of GDP at the end of 2023.

As for the structure of the external debt according to currency, the data revealed that
the share of debt denominated in US dollar, Euro, SDR, Kuwaiti Dinar and Japanese
Yen, reflect the largest share of external debt reaching 71.3%, 11.7%, 9.4%, 3.0%
and 2.9% respectively.

The reason for the high ratio of debt denominated in dollars is the result of the
government’s policy to borrow in US dollars, in particular by issuing Eurobonds in
the global financial markets instead of borrowing in other currencies to reduce the
risks resulting from fluctuating exchange rates.

On the other side total external debt service (government and government-guaranteed)
on cash basis amounted to JD 2436.7 million at the end of 2024; of which JD 1559.3
million were principal payments and JD 877.4 million were interest payments.

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The Impact of the Exchange Rates on External Debt

The following table shows the exchange rates of major currencies against the
Jordanian Dinar at the end of 2024 compared to their levels at the end of 2023. The
exchange rate fluctuations contributed increasing the debt burden on the Government
by JD 1127.1 million.

By the end of 2024, the exchange rate fluctuations and payments and disbursement
transactions increased the outstanding external debt excluding the debt holding by
Social Security Investment Fund (SSIF) by JD 1127.1 million. That was an outcome
of an increase in net payment and disbursement by JD 1436.5 million and a decrease
in exchange rate fluctuations by JD 309.4 million. The following table provides
corresponding details:

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Domestic Debt

Outstanding of domestic debt (budgetary and guaranteed) excluding the debt holding
by Social Security Investment Fund (SSIF) increased at the end of 2024 to reach JD
14843.4 million or 39.3% of 2024 estimated GDP compared to JD 14081.4 million
or 38.9% of GDP at the end of 2023 reflecting an increase of JD 762 million.

This increase came as a result of the increase in debt/budget after excluding the debt
holding by Social Security Investment Fund (SSIF) by JD 361.2 million and the
increase in guaranteed loans by JD 400.8 million, noting that the net budget
borrowing from the SSIF Fund amounted to JD 1017.5 million in order to cover part
of the budget deficit in addition to repaying the outstanding loans and bonds. On the
Water Authority and covering the Water Authority’s deficit.
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Main Economic Developments
2024

First: Real Sector and Price Levels

Gross Domestic Product (GDP) for the first three quarters of 2024

The gross domestic product (GDP) at constant market prices recorded a growth of
2.4% during the first three quarters of 2024, compared to a growth of 2.8% during the
same period of 2023, while the growth rate of GDP at current prices reached 4.3%
during the first three quarters of 2024 compared to a growth of 4.7% percent during
the same period in 2023.

Looking at the contribution of the economic sectors to the gross domestic product at
constant market prices during the first three quarters of 2024, it becomes clear that
the highest contributing sectors are the “Finance, Insurance, Real Estate and Business
Services” and “manufacturing industries” sectors with the contribution of each of
them amounting to 18.5% and 18.1% respectively.

Price Levels during 2024:

The inflation rate, measured by the relative change in the consumer price index during
2024, reached to 1.6% compared to 2.1% in 2023, and this increase is mainly due to
the increase in Personal Effects by 12.9%, and Water and Sanitation by 6.7%.

Second: Foreign Trade during the first eleven months of 2024

Through the first eleven months of 2024, external trade (domestic exports + imports)
increased by JD 555 million or 2.3% to reach JD 25117 million. This increase was a
result of an increase in domestic exports by 3.3% and increase in imports by 1.8%.

The following is a summary of the major developments witnessed by external trade
in Jordan during the first eleven months of 2024 compared with 2023:

Domestic Exports

Exports of domestic goods increased by JD 252 million or 3.3% reaching JD 7832
million in the first eleven months of 2024, compared to JD 7580 million in 2023.
This increase came as an outcome of the rise in the Clothes and related knitted
accessories exports by JD 297 million, or 24.6%, and a decrease in Fertilizers exports
by JD 66 million, or 7.2%, and a decrease in Crude Potash exports by JD 176 million,
or 28.6%.

As for the geographical distribution of exports, the Greater Arab Free Trade Area
Countries market occupied the top rank with a share of 41.6% of total exports, then
exports to North American Free Trade Agreement countries a share of 27.1% of total
exports, Non-Arab Asian Countries market with a share of 20% of total exports during
the first eleven months of 2024.

Re-exports
The value of re-exports increased during the first eleven months of 2024 by JD 172
million or 28% to reach JD 787 million.

Based on the developments recorded by both domestic exports and re-exports during
the first eleven months of 2024, total exports showed an increase of 5.2% compared
to 2023 reaching JD 8619 million.
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Imports

The value of imported goods amounted to JD 17285 million during the first eleven
months of 2024, representing an increase of JD 303 million or 1.8% compared to
2023.

This increase is mainly due to an increase in the Kingdom's imports of Vehicles,
bicycles and their parts group by JD 66 million, or 4.5%, and a decrease in the imports
of the Precious Ornaments and Jewelry group by JD 146 million, or 12.2%, and a
decrease in the imports of the Crude oil and its derivatives group by JD 233 million,
or 8.6%.

As for geographical distribution of imports, Non-Arab Asian Countries market
occupied the top rank with a share of 37.8% of Jordan’s total imports. The imports
from the Greater Arab Free Trade Area Countries market ranked second with a share
of 27.2% of total imports, the imports from European Union Countries market ranked
third with a share of 15.1% of total imports during the first eleven months of 2024.

Based on the above external trade developments, the trade deficit decreased
during the first eleven months of 2024 reached JD 8666 million, reflecting a
decrease of JD 121 million or 1.4% compared to its level during 2023.

Third: The Financial Sector Statistics 2024:

Domestic Liquidity

Money supply (M2) registered an increase of JD 2620.4 million or 6.1% during 2024
compared to 2023 to reach JD 45283.4 million. This increase was the result of a rise
in net foreign assets of the banking sector by JD 1967.7 million and an increase in net
domestic assets of the banking sector by JD 652.6 million. The increase in net foreign
assets of the banking sector it came mainly as a result to increase the net foreign assets
of the central bank by JD 2157.3 million.

The increase in net domestic assets of the banking sector was a result of an increase
in claims on private sector (resident) by JD 686.9 million, and an increase in net
claims on central government by JD 655.3 million, and an increase in claims on public
non-financial corporations by JD 330.9 million, and an increase in claims on
municipalities by JD 68.7 million, and an increase in claims on other financial
corporations by JD 48 million, and an increase in other items (net) by JD 1137.1
million.

It is worth-mentioning that the Central Bank's foreign reserves (including gold and
SDRs) reached USD 21014.8 million at the end of 2024, increased by USD 2.9 billion
compared to their level at the end of 2023.

Interest Rates

Data issued by the Central Bank of Jordan showed decrease in interest rates on its
main monetary policy instruments at the end of 2024 compared to their levels at the
end of 2023. The re-discount rate, the overnight repurchase agreements reach 7.50%,
7.25% while the overnight deposit window rate reach 6.25%.

As for interest rates on deposits in the banking market, they witnessed varying
developments during 2024, as interest rates on demand deposits increased to 0.69%
compared to 0.53% and the weighted average of interest rates on term deposits
decreased to 5.87% compared to 5.94% The weighted average interest rates on
savings deposits increased to 0.33% compared to 0.31% at the end of 2023.
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As for interest rates on credit facilities, the weighted average interest rate decreased
on “overdrafts” by 0.3 basis points reaching 8.77%, rates on “loans and advances”
were decreased by 0.6 basis points to reach 8.26% at the end of 2024, while increase
on "discounted bills &bonds" rates by 1.6 basis points reaching 10.29%.

Deposits at Licensed Banks

Total deposits at licensed banks grew by JD 2955.6 million to reach JD 46699.9
million at the end of 2024. And when analysing the increase in total customer deposits
at licensed banks according to the depository, it is noted that it came as a result of the
increase in private sector deposits by JD 2686.7 million and an increase in public
sector deposits by JD 214.8 million. When analyzing the increase according to
currency type, deposits in Jordanian dinars increased by JD 2232.4 million, and
foreign currency deposits increased by JD 723.3 million.

Credit Facilities

Outstanding credit facilities increase to reach JD 34798.2 million at the end of 2024
registering an increase of JD 1411.1 million or 4.2% compared to their level at the
end of 2023.This increase came mainly from the rise in credit to private sector
(resident) by JD 685.1 million or 2.3%. As for the sectoral distribution of credit
expansion according to economic activity, the sectors of “General Trade”, “Public
Services and Utilities”, and “Transportation Services” accounted for 57.4%, 36.8%
and 5.4% of the total recorded increase in the balance of credit facilities for each,
respectively.

Amman Stock Exchange During 2024

Trading volume at Amman Stock Exchange registered a decrease of JD 257.7 million
during 2024 or 17.7% compared to its level in 2023, reaching JD 1199.2 million. This
decrease was an outcome of a decrease in "industrial sector volume" by JD 259.2
million or 55.5%; a decrease in "services sector volume" by JD 26.3 million or 5.9%;
an increase in "financial sector volume" by JD 27.7 million or 5.1%.

As for share price developments, the general share price index weighted by market
value increased by 4.9% during 2024 compared to its level in 2023 reaching 4633.6
points. The share price increased was the outcome of an increase in the,
“manufacturing and mining companies”, “insurance companies”, by 18.1%, 7.1%,
respectively, and a decrease share price in “banks and financial institutions”,
“services companies” by 2.7%, 1.7% respectively.
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Consolidated Budget Deficit for 2023

In order to achieve higher transparency and disclosure levels in the government financial
data, especially that the annual published final accounts for the government reflects the
financial data of both the central government and the government Own Budget Units
separately, but not holistically, the consolidated financial data for both the central
government and the Own Budget Units has been prepared. They show the following:

The consolidated budget deficit for the central government and government Own Budget
Units in 2023 reached JD 2400.4 million compared to JD 1856.1 million within the same
period of 2022. This deficit represents a summary of the deficit for the Central
Government and OBUSs for 2022-2023:

A- Central Government deficit (ministries, Government units within the General
Budget Law) which reached about JD 1860.3 million during 2023 compared to
1552.5 million in 2022.

B-  The government Own Budget Units deficit has reached JD 539.6 million during
2023 compared to JD 226.6 million in 2022.

Noting that in order to statistically calculate the consolidated 2023 deficit for the central
government and the OBUSs, the overlapping financial transactions have been excluded in
both the revenues and the expenditures according to the international public accounting
standards in processing financial data.

1. Central Government

2. Government Own Budget units:

Note: The Royal Decree was issued with the approval of the General Budget Law for the
fiscal year 2019, as Article (18) of it stipulates that the budgets, be transferred from the
Government Units Budgets Law to the General Budget Law, and their budgets are
organized according to its provisions

Total consolidated revenues and grants:

The total collected domestic revenues and grants for the central government and
government units in 2023 amounted to JD 9870.7 million compared to JD 9894.8 million
in 2022, with a decrease of JD 24.1 million as follows:

The total domestic revenues and foreign grants to the central government in 2023
amounted to JD 9231.7 million compared to JD 8914.1 million at the end of 2022, with
an increase of JD 317.6 million or 3.6%.
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The total domestic revenues and foreign grants for government own budget units in 2023
reached JD 712.2 million compared to JD 1083.4 million at the end of 2022, with a
decrease of JD 371.2 million or 34.3%.

Total Consolidated Expenditures:

Total consolidated expenditures in 2023 amounted to JD 12183.1 million compared to JD
11750.9 million at the end of 2022.

The total expenditures of the Central Government in 2023 amounted to JD 11004 million
compared to 10466.6 million in 2022, with an increase of JD 537.4 million or 5.1%.

The total expenditures of the Government Own Budget units in 2023 amounted to JD
1251.8 million compared to JD 1310 million in 2022, with a decrease of JD 58.2 million
or 4.4%.
